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MUSEUM ENVIRONMENTS FOR CHILDREN
THE CONTRIBUTION OF ECOLOGICAL PSYCHOLOGY
TO THE ANALYSIS OF THEIR ORGANISATION AND USE

ABSTRACT

The paper aims to examine the ways in which ecological psychology can offer a useful
theoretical framework for the analysis of child-centered museum environments, such
as children’s museums or children’s galleries located within museums for the general
public.

The ecological approach is a systemic approach, in which central is the concept of
reciprocal interaction and dynamic interdependence of an organism and its
environment. Instead of focusing on morphological data, such as the existence of
showcases, free-standing objects, interactive exhibits etc., the description of a child-
centered museum environment in ecological psychology’s terms emphasizes on the
agency of the individual and on the characteristics of the environment that are
functional with respect to the characteristics, the individual and social needs, as well
as the intentions of the person who acts. This is valuable not only because it allows
detecting the psychologically significant qualities of a museum environment for
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children, but also because children themselves evaluate the places they use in terms
of the meaning they ascribe as a result of their actions.

The presentation of the methodological design and of the basic findings of a research
conducted in two typical cases of child-centered museum spaces in Greece provides a
concrete example of the ways in which ecological psychology can offer a coherent
theoretical framework and rich and innovative tools for the description and analysis of
museum environments that are designed for children, either autonomously or
complementary with other approaches.
