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ABSTRACT

National museums have been instruments of statehood and signifiers of space within
the world. They have been complex and changing repositories of national knowledge
and status. National museums, through their collections, contribute to national
cohesion and confront social issues that occasionally test stability and unity. Across
Europe, national museums first developed when nationalism was unquestioned. They
were imbedded in the nation even more deeply as the nation itself evolved and
matured. Today, these museums attempt to find new roles in uniting Europe culturally
and in confronting issues of social and economic change that have been re-shaping
Europe and the world. Within this framework, the European Commission-funded
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programme EuNaMus (European National Museums: Identity Politics, the Uses of the
Past and the European citizen (www.eunamus.eu) aimed to define the national museum
in its complexity, to reveal the historiographical practices that underlie national
museums’ uses of the past, and, among other things, to interrogate the policy-making
and policy implementation as well as attempts to locate/identify the European citizen
as an active participant in making national museums and permitting them to be active
agents of social change. This last point has been the concern of one of the work
packages of research of this programme, entitled Museum Citizens. The research took
place during 2011 in nine European countries. In this article, the work undertaken
during the pilot phase of the research (February 2011) in the Byzantine and Christian
Museum in Athens is presented. The pilot study undertaken in the Byzantine and
Christian Museum in Athens (BCM) aimed to address two very important, though
different issues: the first was the relationship of one of the major national museums of
Athens to notions of Greek identity - in particular since this museum brings forward the
historical as well as the religious aspect of this identity; the second was a
methodological issue: the questionnaire that was going to be used for the collection of
data in nine national museums across Europe had to be tested and probably improved
in advance. Both these aims were satisfied and allowed the research team to inform
both the methodology and some key issues that were later further pursued. In this
article we will present the process of research, the visitors’ profiles as well as some
key findings and emerging themes that have been further explored in the next phases
of the project, both through the collection of questionnaires and interviews. The pilot
study at the Byzantine and Christian Museum in Athens proved vital for refining both
the qualitative and the quantitative research processes and for shaping the approaches
that would be then taken by the three University research teams (University of the
Aegean in Greece, of Leicester in the UK and of Tartu in Esthonia) that were involved
in this part of the project across Europe. The themes covered by the questionnaires
were easily accessible by the visitors, although the phrasing of the questions needed
re-working. The pilot also gave us the opportunity to work on the methodology for the
selection of the data sample and the methodology for collecting the questionnaires. In
the next phase of the research, the questionnaires were handed out to visitors in a
more selective way, and in accordance with prior knowledge regarding the visitation
patterns of the museum (at least in the cases this was possible). Representation of
minority groups and foreign visitors became also one of our concerns.
