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ABSTRACT

Museum educators, especially in art museums, tend to plan educational programmes
with the scope to enable audiences approach and understand Art, in ‘playful’ and
fertile ways. Especially regarding school audiences, they consider teachers’ support
and involvement very important, in order to achieve their cooperation and to
strengthen relations between museums and schools, even if this is not always openly
stated. In this paper educational activities for adults —-mostly teachers— are
presented, which were realised in the Greek State Museum of Contemporary Art in
Thessaloniki, Greece, in the context of the post-graduate Programme ‘Museums and
Education: Theory and Practice’, organised by the University of Thessaly Museum
Education and Research Laboratory. Basic aims were a) to help teachers to approach
the collection and understand the ways in which educational activities for students
are realised in the Museum, and b) to let them participate in relevant educational
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activities, in order to better know the museum space and to enrich their educational
tools, in terms of enjoyment and inspiration.
