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ABSTRACT

The construction of the Athens Attiko Metro undoubtedly constitutes a great project
for the city of Athens, since its main aim was the improvement of the quality of citizens’
life. What makes this project unique, however, is that through the completion of the
largest archaeological excavation that has taken place so far in the Athenian subsoil
new findings were revealed which revise, reconstruct and complete the existing
knowledge about the history of city. The great value of this project lies, also, in the
fact that the new knowledge was directly and broadly made known through the creation
of permanent museum exhibitions in the stations where the relevant artifacts were
discovered. Besides, the exhibitions of ancient artifacts, there has been a considerable
effort for the aesthetic framing of the stations by the exhibition of works of art created
by contemporary Greek artists. The purpose of the study, the findings of which are
summarized in this article, was to explore public attitudes about and perceptions of
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the permanent museum exhibitions at five especially selected stations of the Athens
Metro, namely those of Syntagma, Monastiraki, Akropoli, Evangelismos and Egaleo. The
study was realized on a sample of 194 passengers-visitors of the permanent exhibitions.
The study led to the observation that the public has positively accepted the idea of
exhibiting archaeological artifacts and works of contemporary Greek art in the stations.
However, a number of both positive and negative aspects of the interpretive context
of permanent exhibitions were revealed that underline the need for reconsidering and
improving the communication and education policy that is implemented in the
exhibition areas of the Athens Attiko Metro.
