Description of theme and Call for papers

The special Museumedu issue Museums in literature - Literature in museums is edited by Dr.
Evgenia Sifaki. It aims at considering questions regarding the relationship between literature
and museums, as well as the presence of literature within museum spaces. More specifically,
it will investigate how both the concept and images of the museum -as well as other spaces
of cultural reference- function within literary texts and, vice versa, how literature, both
fiction and non-fiction, is presented and experienced inside such spaces and in relation to
museum objects.
