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Editors’ note

After an extensive period of silence, the free-access, peer-reviewed journal
Museumedu is hosting a double special issue dedicated to the conjectures between
education, art, and the theory and practice of the commons. Museumedu is a
particularly appropriate platform for such an endeavour, as museums have been,
from their inception, intimately linked to notions of the Common (i.e. as loci for
treasuring ‘common heritage’), being at the same time at the centre of fierce
debates regarding issues of power, imposition of gendered, racial and cultural
hierarchies, elitism, and practices of silencing (Bennett, 2018), becoming, at times,
fertile contexts for the pursuit of alternative or long-silenced narratives that
redefine what might be thought as ‘common’ (e.g. Salti, 2015).

Discussion and debate on issues of commoning, as related to education and culture,
can, we contend, yield important insights regarding the possibility of the pursuit of
alternative forms of educational practices. But more than this, the philosophy of the
commons may enable us to rethink the fundamental values of education, art
education and museum education, both formal and non-formal. This is of critical
importance in the face of the domination of forms of cognitive-cultural capitalism
that have-led to market-driven conceptions of value and of processes of determining
what counts as culturally and educationally worthwhile (Reckwitz, 2021). Processes
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of commoning education might enable us to concretely envision ways of going
beyond the neoliberal orientation of the educational practice stifles education
through demands to attain measurable results, and to resist the imposition of
individualistic notions of successful learning, and the shaping of learning
subjectivities that are ‘entrepreneurial’, ‘creative’ and ‘resilient’.

In the face of the above, we believe that the papers published in this issue of
Museumedu may offer important insights towards re-thinking education policy
today, posing issues of participation, reciprocality, inclusion, companionship, care
and solidarity, while at the same time problematising the often instrumentalised
uses of those terms in the fields of education and culture. The papers of this issue
of Museumedu enable us to broaden our understanding of these issues, attempting
a multi-disciplinary take that opens inroads that recast ‘learning as an active
practice of collaboration’ (Rousseau & Sternfeld, 2021:122).
